9 out of 10 districts achieved a success rate of 70 or more.This is a great step in the right direction 

despite all challenges.

Since the inception of DRS, all districts are currently being supervised on a quarterly basis and the 

supervision entails among others quality assurance activities. 

All 10 districts are now using the electronic TB Register. However, since this is a new technology, 

the manual paper based registeration will be maintained until confidence on the software is 

established.

The target has been achieved since quarter 14.

New TB  cases  detected under DOTS were 2781 pulmonary cases 1907 were sputum positiveby 

end of the period.

For the reporting period  all of the facilities had not reported any stockouts lasting more than 1 

week.

Reasons for programmatic deviation and any other comments

 Out of the 1799  sputum positive cases , 1370  were successfully treated by  completing their 

treatment.

Target has been achieved since Q14

162  patients were registered by PPP during the period under review.Out of these, 104  completed 

treatment successfully. The cummulative value of patients who successfully completed their 

treatment among PPP is 64%.
