All patients are detected under DOTS. However, out of all new(2667) TB cases, 901 were sputum 
positive.This indicator is however not due untill quarter 20.

No drug stock-outs reported during the period 

731 sputum smear positive patients were reported this quarter. 483 of these were treated 
successfully(78 completed treatment and 405  were cured ). The main reason for not attaining the 
intended target is due to  a sifnificant number of treatment defaulters and deaths  during t treatment 
for the the period under review .
