 573 children were reached in P2.In P1  605 children were reached with childhelpline services.

To date 166 facilities are providing PMTCT services. This includes 21 hospitals and145 clinics. And 
during the reporting period no new facilities offering PMTCT were opened. Q1: 95%(166/174)

During the period under review, cumulative number of Health workers trained  on PMTCTwas  
374.    56 Health Care Workers were trained in P1, while in P2 318 were trained on PMTCT

During the current reporting period  1, 982,784 condoms were distributed  through Government, 
NGOS and social marketing Channels. In P1 : 26,450,536 condoms were cumulatively distributed.

This is due to be reported in P3 . However to date a total of 1443 schools which is 87% ( 
1443/1641) , have been provided with  lifeskills  based education in the last academic year  out of 
the total 1,641 primary and secondary schools. In P1: 164 school principals were sensitized on 
lifeskills education and actual training for teachers was scheduled for January 2009.

For the current reporting period  1319 community health workers were provided with incentives , 
and the details are as follows:  For R5 1126 were paid  while R7 supported 193 during this period .  
In P1  3366 community health workers  were paid .

R2 P17 number of children reached with lifeskills education at school 209,275.Training of teachers 
who did not participate in previous trainings   was planned to take place in January 2009.

1451 pregnant women recieved prophylaxis to reduce MTCT during this quarter.In P1 5174 women 
recieved prophylaxis to reduce MTCT.
