1928 HIV positive TB patients  received CPT in Period 6 .The cummulative value of patients who 
received CPT  is 7272. In P5 1782 patients received CPT and cumulative figure was 5344. 

 During the period, 1051 new sputum smear positive cases were reported. This resulted in a 
cummulative figure of 3016 patients. In P5 only it was 1060 new sputum positive cases and the 
cumulative figure was 1965. 

During the reporting period, 1032 new smear positives were detected. Out of these, 199 patients 
completed their treatment and 521 were cured. This accounts to a total of 720 patients who  
successfully completed their treatment. The cumulative figure for those who were successfully treated 
in P5 was 1092.
