Ministry of Education and Training  piloted life skills  education in  the 75 schools - 

49 at Primary level and 26 at secondary level, targeting pupils in doing class 4 up to 

Form C. To date 30,883 pupils have been taught Life skills using revised Curriculum 

which integrates HIV/AIDS, from 15,088.  There has been delays in scaling up of 

curriculum in schools due to the fact that teachers training  roll out for all schools 

started  in March 2007 and to continue until end of May, 2007. 5636 were 

earmarked for the training.  To date teachers who have been trained has increased 

to 278 from 227. The number of pupils reached this quarter has increased by 

15,795.                                    The delay to scale up was due to the limitation of 

funds to carry out revision  and printing of new materials. Intention is that by June, 

every school will using the revised curriculum which integrates HIV and AIDS.

The PR has started a process to re capture the ART statistics from the inception of 

the implementation of the GF grant. A electronic data base has been introduced in 

the HIV/AIDS Directorate which will be used to capture ART information. All District 

HIV and AIDS Officers will also be using the electronic data base  software. Since 

last quarter LFA used data from HAHPCO which is used to calculate the stock for 

patient consumption.   PR has taken measures to work with MOHSW to re-capture 

the data from the start - excluding the patients who have defaulted and those who 

have died.
