During this quarter, the Ministry of Education and Training  trained Teachers at 

the high school and primary level. 56Teachers were trained which makes a 

total of 770. For number of pupil trained on life skills is still the same as the 

previous quarter due to delay in the scaling-up of curriculum. 

The  formula which was used to determine the baseline as at 2005 was found 

not to be correct, which made all targets intended to be too high.
