end of 2007.

No drug stock-outs reported during the period

The following Districts achieved Treatment success rate of >70% (Berea 78%, Butha-Bothe 82%, 

Leribe 81%, Maseru 74%, Mhoek 77%, Mokhotlong 81% and Thaba-Tseka 77%)

The outcome for 7% of cases were not unknown, while the unfavourable outcomes include 11% 

died, 5% transferred out and 4% default.

5 District laboratories namely Qachas Nek, Butha-Bothe, Seboche, Roma and Machabeng, 

received EQA visit during the period out of 7 planned. Cummulatively all the 18 labs received EQA 

visits in 2007.

All District TB Coordinators and TB Officers have been trained and provided with ETR software. 

However software still has some errors to be amended before actual use.
