1,962 TB patients (64%) were tested for HIV in Period 2. Cummulatively 6,233 out of the 

registered 12,253 TB patients were tested for HIV in 2007. Scale up was supported by the 

University Research Corporation (URC).

1,195 HIV+ TB patients (80%) on CPT during Period 2. Cummulatively 3,490 on CPT in 2007

This represents the total smear postive cases detected for the corresponding reporting period. 

Result shows that the planned target has been exceeded by 8% points. The proportion of smear 

positives among all TB cases detected was 36%, which could be attributable to the high 

prevalence of HIV among TB patients (80%).

A total of 2,294 smear positive TB patients were successfully treated in the corresponding report 

period, thus exceeding the planned target by 6% points. The programme achieved a treatment 

success rate of 73% among the 2006 TB patient cohorts.

55 health care workers from all the districts were trained on TB/HIV collaborative activities with 

support of the University Research Corporation (URC).

Activity not commenced due to delay in engaging Consultant to develop referral system. However, 

there has been a number of referrals from the traditional healers which were not reported formally.
